
Application Process for Mondragón Seminar and Tour




Massena Fellows Scholarship
The Massena Fellowship Scholarship committee will award two fellowships for the Mondragón Seminar and Tour. These fellowships will cover airfare from any major airport within the contiguous United States, hotel, transfers (if arrival time is coordinated with our group), two (2) meals a day, and tuition. The applicant will be responsible for incidentals. Awardees will also receive a 1-year membership in Praxis Peace Institute.
Applicants will be selected based on a combination of their prior knowledge, potential to apply or disseminate the teachings from the seminar, and financial need. We look for those who will have the most impact on the growth of the cooperative movement in the US, and some preference will be given to candidates from Washington state.
Scholarship Requirements:

• Valid passport that does not expire before March 2015.

• Must be 18 years old or older.

• Agree to write a report on how you will use what you learned in Mondragón when you return home. Your paper should be two pages in length. It will be due on Monday, October 20, 2014. This one or two page document should explained how the seminar was useful to your work or goals. What are some of the specific things learned that you can apply?
• Fill out enclosed application.

• Must have had paid work experience in the US economy (can include part time & student employment).
• Awardees must complete their travel arrangements with our travel agent by 
June 6, 2014.
• With your application, please submit a page (500 word limit) about your involvement with cooperatives and/or why your participation in this seminar would benefit the cooperative movement. How do you expect to use this information? Also, please convey financial need. Please write a couple of paragraphs on each
· What is your experience to date participating in the cooperative movement?

· What are your plans for continued engagement with the cooperative movement?

· How will your participation in this seminar enrich that?

· How will you share this knowledge?

· What will you bring to the group’s learning on this trip? For example, do you speak Spanish? Do you work with a coop now? Do you work in Business or economics?

DUE DATE: We must receive your application (through e-mail or snail mail) by Friday, May 2, 2014.
Awardees will be announced and contacted on Wednesday, May 14, 2014. 

IMPORTANT: Travel arrangements for awardees must be made through our travel agent, Adriatic Sunshine Travel (800-247-5353) and booked by Friday, June 6, 2014.

Travel from the US must commence by September 6, 2014, in order to arrive in Mondragón for our orientation on the evening of September 7th.
*One or two page retrospective document detailing what you learned at Mondragón that will be useful to you at home. What will you be able to do with this information? How will it further the cooperative movement.
